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IT Jesus came to our community now, he might say, “Friends, everything I
needed to know about life I learned on the ball diamond. Life and
baseball are full of fresh starts. Every batter will strike out and every
player will make an error from time to time. Keep swinging. Keep trying.
Never; never; never; ever give up!”

PREVIOUS LESSONS FROM THE BALL DIAMOND:
The BASES stay the same but the levels of play change, as we grow older.

You SCORE only when you cross Home Plate and the umpire calls you “Safe.”

You cannot score at Home Plate until you TOUCH First, Second, and Third
Bases.

The ORDER of the bases matters; and it is COUNTER clockwise.
IT you skip a base, you will be called, “OUT.”

Home Plate — POWER AND PURPOSE (found only iIn Jesus)
First Base — PERSONAL INTEGRITY (shaped by surrendering to King Jesus)

Second Base — PEOPLE (treating others with love and dignity instead of
dominating them)

Third Base — PERFORMANCE (living and working for your Creator)

Home Plate — SCORE (when Jesus” love motives and shapes all 1 do)
Every batter will STRIKE out. KEEP SWINGING.
