What did we decide? [Our plans may change depending on circumstances in 
our community.] 
Â·       If you are sick or have been exposed to someone who is sick, do 
not come to the church building. Thank you. 
Â·       We will continue to live stream Sunday Morning Worship on 
Facebook. Recordings are available both online and on CDs or DVDs. The 
Wednesday Prayer times and devotionals will still be posted online as 
well. 
Â·       The TENTATIVE date for our first face-to-face gathering is 
Sunday, June 21, at 10:45 a.m. for Morning Worship only. This will be a 
bare basics gathering.  
Â·       Childcare will not be provided at this time. The Nursery will be 
closed. Children do not understand and will not practice physical 
distancing. 
Â·       There will be no greeters or bulletins. 
Â·       Comments or prayer requests can be made via text, email, the 
church Facebook page, telephone, or in person. 
Â·       We will not pass the offering plates. A locked offering box will 
be provided next to the center doors to the worship area. You can 
continue to use Tithe.ly or to mail checks as well.  
Â·       Every other pew will be taped off. We recommend families sit 
together.  



Â·       Masks are not mandatory, but Pastor Mark recommends that you 
wear one. If you can bring your own, please do so. But masks will be 
available. After use, worshipers may take masks with them or deposit them 
in a container to be cleaned for reuse.
